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Martin Smith is Director of Information Services at the U.S. International Trade Commission (ITC) in Washington, DC.  As the senior IT manager of this independent agency, Mr. Smith is responsible for the entire range of its technology operations.  This includes planning, budget and IT policy development and implementation, desktop and network operations, security, telecommunications, and acquisition and support of line-of-business applications.  Since he came to this position in 1994, ITC has fielded 2 major “customer-facing” Internet applications that provide convenient, interactive access to the main data resources of the agency.  The Tariff and Trade DataWeb ( GOTOBUTTON BM_1_ http://dataweb.usitc.gov) won an Intergovernmental Solutions Award in 2000 from the Federation of Government Information Processing Councils.  The Electronic Dockets Information System On Line (EOL) ( GOTOBUTTON BM_2_ http://dockets.usitc.gov) lets corporate parties to cases before the Commission monitor new filings via the Internet, search for and view any of over 1,000,000 page images of non-confidential document filings, and order printed copies of the documents on-line.  

Mr. Smith is also active in the Federal interagency IRM community.  He is FY2001 Co-Chairman of the Small Agency Council’s IRM Committee.  He chairs the CIO Council’s Directory Forum Working Group and as a member of the Council’s Enterprise Interoperability Committee he was instrumental in the formation of the XML Working Group ( GOTOBUTTON BM_3_ http://XML.gov ).  The Directory Forum promotes the development of standards-based enterprise directories in Federal agencies and operates the White Pages ( GOTOBUTTON BM_4_ http://directory.gov).  Mr. Smith was invited to join the ITRB in January 2001. 

Prior to 1994, Mr. Smith was Chief of the Trade Reports Division of the ITC, where he led a staff of economists and policy analysts in research on current issues in international trade policy.  Earlier in his career, he participated in the Tokyo Round of multilateral trade negotiations in Geneva, worked on short-supply monitoring at the Department of Commerce, and served briefly as a statistician preparing the Consumer Price Index in the Bureau of Labor Statistics.  Mr. Smith has a BA from Princeton University in Politics and an MA from the Johns-Hopkins School of Advanced International Studies (SAIS.)  He has completed OPM’s Senior Executive training program, and is currently enrolled in the National Defense University’s CIO Certificate Program.
